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E.D.T.A.


(Ethylene-diamine-tetra-acetic Acid)


Used as a corrosion remover on copper alloys, lead and tin alloys and pewter.





The container contains sufficient e E.D.T.A. to make a 5% solution in half a litre of water. The mixed solution usually remains active for approximately 2 years.





Prior to application, remove oil, grease & dirt and any superficial corrosion from the object. The item should then be fully submersed in the mixed solution and left until the white oxide coating in the case of lead & tin alloys has dissolved





Iron corrosion on copper alloys can be dissolved using the same process.





IT IS NECESSARY TO MONITOR THE PROCESS AS PROLONGED TREATMENT CAN RESULT IN THE ITEM BEING STRIPPED BACK TO THE BARE METAL.





After removal from the solution wash thoroughly under running water.





E.D.T.A. solution should be discarded when it becomes cloudy.





E.D.T.A. solution should be used with care. Ensure the solution does not come into contact with the eyes or skin. Rinse contaminated parts well with running water and seek medical advice.





Lead is poisonous and should not be inhaled or ingested.





All spillages should be cleaned up straight away.





Wear protective gloves, and use in a well-ventilated place.





Dispose of used solution in a safe and suitable place.
